Migration to Millennium Exchange – Technical Update
 
The purpose of this service announcement is to inform customers of key technical changes being introduced as part of the migration to Millennium Exchange. The changes are outlined below.
Millennium Exchange Customer Development Service - Deployment of New Functional Release 5.8
The next functional Millennium Exchange CDS release will go live on Wednesday 29 December 2010.

Level 2-ITCH Feed – Packet Composition
From the same date, and in addition to the functional release, the Level 2 – ITCH feed will include multiple messages within the same UDP network packet. This change will optimise bandwidth efficiency by reducing the impact of multiple network headers. 

Further information on packet composition can be found in Section 4.1 of MIT303 – Level 2-ITCH Specification. 
Level 2-ITCH Feed – Additional IP Addresses

In order to increase the capacity of Replay and Recovery Services, a second set of ITCH A to D channels and associated Replay and Recovery gateways will be introduced. Both original and new ITCH gateways are of equal performance.
Some customers will have to connect to these new services meaning they will receive multicast data with new source IP addresses, and will connect to new Replay and Recovery IP addresses.  Other customers will continue to connect to the existing services. 
The production IP addresses including the new set outlined above, are shown in Appendix A which accompanies this service announcement. 
Millennium Exchange Native Gateway
The load balancing of the Millennium Exchange Native Gateway will be improved via the re-allocation of some of the available Native Gateway IP addresses. Some customers will be allocated alternative IP addresses as a result of this change.
Those customers affected by the ITCH and Native Gateway changes will be sent updated Configuration Forms in due course. Furthermore, these changes will be included in an updated MIT102 – Guide to Production Migration to be issued at a later date.
