Millennium Exchange – Introduction of Third Partition
Further to Service Announcement 001/17112011, the purpose of  this announcement is to provide customers with further information regarding the introduction of a third partition into the Millennium Exchange Production Environment scheduled for go-live on Monday 5 December 2011.  
Contrary to the previous communication, any orders in the affected segments will be deleted by the Exchange, during the standard Post Close session, from approximately 16:40 until 17:15, on the evening of Friday 2 December 2011. The relevant messages will be disseminated by the Millennium Exchange platform to those FIX 5.0 Trading CompIDs and Native UserIDs logged on at that time. However, customers are encouraged to delete any open orders in the affected segments to ensure their order books are synchronised. The Trade Publish session will not be impacted. Delayed trades will be migrated to the new partition for the go-live date. A list of segments that are moving to the new partition can be found in Appendix A, which accompanies this announcement. Orders in Segments SET0, SET1 (both FTSE 100), STMM (FTSE 250) and IOBE, IOBU (both IOB), will not be deleted as these segments will not move to a different partition.
