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	The purpose of this Service Announcement is to provide a notification regarding the timetable for the issue and use of two new segment Market Identification Codes (MICs) for LSE plc.
At present, LSE plc uses a single operating MIC “XLON” for its equity and fixed income markets, including its Regulated Market and two MTFs.  It also uses segment MIC “XLOD” for LSEDM, which is a segment within the Regulated Market.  

Under MiFID II, Article 18(10) and Article 56, the Regulated Markets and MTFs operated by trading venues will each need to be separately identified using a unique code, for the purpose of post-trade transparency and transaction reporting.  LSE plc has reserved two new segment MICs for its MTFs, as set out below, to facilitate this requirement.  

Segment MIC: AIMX (AIM MTF)
Segment MIC: XLOM (London Stock Exchange MTF)
The new MICs are currently reserved but not live and should not be used by market participants.  LSE plc will notify is customers in the second half of 2017 of the intended live date for the new MICs and coordinate with ISO 10383 Registration Authority (SWIFT) on its communication.
